	1. Minutes of the last meeting

	2. Orchard Walk
The action day went very well,  the trees in the Orchard were mulched and the bark in the area next to the board was put down.  

Sarah has contacted the council with regards to the grass cutting,  they will leave the bulb area until after they've died off.  The current thought would be to cut the Path and a 2m strip around the seating.  Possibly later in the year the right hand side of the Orchard could get cut  ( or scythed if Rob is running a course) as there are less wild flowers growing there.  

Sarah has spoken to the council about a play area,  this wouldn't be possible but we could add an additional seating area with logs.  There are tree trunks which need moving from the ditch at Moor Road,  however the group decided this might move away from the main aim of the FAB group and thought we should look at planting plums in the spot instead.

Sewage – the current plan by Scottish water is to look at the overflows as they occur over a longer time scale,  but to make any clean up a priority due to the nature of the site. 

Himalayan Balsam pulling is planned for 25th June.
	

	3. Fife's buzzing
Lindy has been reviewing other local areas which have been planted with wild flowers to compare with the Orchard Walk wild-flower planting.   The observation suggests that competition with other plants seems to make a difference.  There was also a dry spell of weather just after planting which may be making a difference.  The left hand side of the Orchard seems to have faired better than the right.
